Item No. 2: Consideration of the request of Mr. Prajjwal Kushwaha (170479) a BT

Since the proposal of CSE Department for reformulating the Minor “Artificial Intelligence” by
changing the nomenclature of the Minor as “Machine Learning and Applications” was accepted
by the Senate in its 493 (2016-17/4") meeting held on 16" December, 2016 (i.e., at the end of
2016-17-1 semester) by that time some of the 2014 batch students, who had opted Minor in
“Artificial Intelligence” had cleared the courses prescribed for Minor in “Artificial
Intelligence”, it was decided that not only the request of the above cited students will be
accepted but also other students of 2014 batch who have opted the same minor in Atrtificial
Intelligence

Item No. 6: Consideration of the appeals of those students whose academic programs
have been terminated at the end of 2017-18-1 semester due to inadequate
academic performance and non-academic reasons

The committee was apprised that as per the recommendations of the Academic Performance
Evaluation Committee (APEC) academic programme of 55 students have been terminated due
to inadequate academic performance or any other reasons at the end of 2017-18-1 semester.
Out of 55 terminated students, 46 students have submitted their appeals for reinstatement.

In addition of that an appeal has been received from Mr. Lakavath Someshwar (160358) a BT
student of EE department whose academic program was terminated due to unauthorized
absence in 2016-17-11 semester for consideration.
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Appeals of 47 students were considered by the committee case-to-case basis. After due deliberation on
each appeal, based on their academic performance as well as recommendations of the DUGC and
Counselling Service, the committee gave its recommendations to the Senate for its further consideration.
